	Brainstorming

- T asks Ss to name the characters they remember and writes them on the board.

- T asks students to say what they remember from the story. (What is the story about?)

	Prediction

- T asks Ss to open their books on page 52.

- T asks Ss to look at the title of the reading passage and the picture.

- T asks Ss what they think the reading will be about. (Do you recognize the character in the picture? Do you think the reading is about the story you know? Do you think it is a different story?)
	- Ss recognize the character and tell their predictions and ideas about the story they are about to read.
